The joy of the Lord filled our hearts as we sang, danced, preached, worshiped, and
prayed together. The spirit of discipleship has taken root in the hearts of the churches here and
as we visited these congregations, they were excited to share about ongoing Bible teaching,
lives changing, and new disciples growing in Christ.

There was laughter, tears, excitement for the future, and a time of looking up to the
hope we have of eternity together with Jesus. The atmosphere of hope and excitement fills the
churches of Vanuatu as they work together to shine the light of Jesus, make disciples, and take
time to talk about eternity and the hope we share. Tears filled our eyes as we enter a time of
separation, but our hearts are full because in the body of Christ there is no “Goodbye,” only
